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Preparing  
images for  
digital  
projection
SPF and other organisations require 
images to be in a particular form for 
projection in their competitions.  
In short, the rules for an image are:

Size  
No more than 1,400pixels wide  
and 1,050 pixels high. This photo is over 
5,000 pixels wide so must be reduced.

Colour pro�le 
sRGB 8 bit or greyscale 8 bit.

File type 
High quality jpeg (12 quality is best)  
or uncompressed �attened TIFF.

File name 
Entry number, image title and 
membership number only. More on the 
next page.

SPF have issued more detailed instructions 
which can be found on their website.

This tutorial describes the basic procedure 
using a Mac with Photoshop CS3. Earlier 
versions of Photoshop, Elements and other 
image editing programmes may differ 
slightly but the basic work�ow will be 
reasonably similar. Windows differs slightly 
in style.

NB Keep your original image archived.  
Work on a copy!
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Images must be rgb, or 

greyscale, and 8 bit. The 
type of rgb pro�le is 

looked at later.
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Layers are a  

no-no. Photos must  
be �attened.
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Make a note of where to 

�nd this dialog box.
